Clutch hits send OV to victory

From the time they took

infield practice on
Wednesday, the Okaw
Valley Timberwolves
looked like they were a

team on a mission.

Strong pitching, great
defense and clutch hits in
key situations were the rea-
son that Okaw Valley came
away with an 11-3 Little
Okaw Valley Conference
win over Villa Grove on
Wednesday.

The Timberwolves set
the tone of the game right
away, when Seth Calhoun
lined the first pitch he saw
to left for a single. He then
stole second, advanced to
third on a sacrifice bunt by
Kyle Blakey, and scored the
game’s first run when
Dallas Kirkwood reached
on an error.

Tim Suddarth led off the
second with a single, and

pinch runner Alex
Rothrock scored on Colton
Cloyd’s single to left.

Calhoun then walked to put
runners on first and second
with two outs, then Blakey
delivered with a single past
the shortstop into the gap
that scored both Cloyd and
Calhoun.

The hits kept coming for

OVHS in the fourth Josh
McLain singled to left to
lead off the inning, then
scored on a throwing error
on Cloyd’s second single.
Calhoun stepped up and hit
a two-run bomb to left that
made it a 7-0 game.

"As soon as | hitit | knew
it was gone,"” Calhoun said
of his blast. "It was a no-
doubter type of thing."

Timberwolves started
Aaron Fruchtl took a no-hit
bid into the fifth, only to see
Jesse Shrum belt a single
on the second pitch of the
inning. Shrum eventually
scored, and the Blue Devils
tagged Fruchtl for another
pair of runs before the end
of the inning.

VGHS errors helped
OVHS put runners in scor-
ing position in the bottom of
the fifth. Alex Corrington
tried to take advantage of
an error by Shrum on a hit
by Kyle Pierce, but the ball
made its way back to home
in time for Corrington to be
tagged out at the plate.
Cloyd then delivered anoth-
er two-out, run-scoring sin-
gle to give OVHS what
would turn out to be an
insurmountable 9-3 lead.
They added two more runs
in the sixth, while Fructhl
retired the final six batters

in succession to seal the
win.

"When you’ve got a guy
throwing strikes like Aaron
was and really controlling
the strike zone, it gives you
the confidence that if you
put a few runs up you're
going to win the game,"
Okaw Valley head coach
Andrew Hagerman said.
"That gave us confidence
offensively when we knew
we had a guy in control on
the mound and that we
could just go out there and
take a few good cuts. We
just hit the ball real well
tonight."

Fruchtl gave up only
three hits, all in the fifth
inning, while going the dis-
tance and striking out eight
and not issuing a single
walk. Calhoun was 3-for-3
and with a homer and two
more runs scored. Cloyd
produced three run-scoring
singles and scored twice.

"It's big for him, because
I've used a designated hit-
ter for him some this year,"
Hagerman said of Cloyd, a
freshman. "He's a natural
athlete, a good hitter and a
program guy for us that's
going to be in our two or
three spot as he gets older.
It's good to see him come
through.”
